You said: Deal with litter problems

We did: We informed Isle of Wight 
Council, which is responsible for this 
matter. 

We conducted street mapping surveys 
to gauge public opinions. The results 
showed few people were bothered 
by anti-social behaviour. A shop in 
Wroxall introduced a policy of not 
selling alcohol to anybody under 25. 

Gatekeeping meetings each month 
are attended by partner agencies and 
representatives from all schools in the 
area. Gatekeeping aims to empower 
parents to take responsibility for 
their children and obtain support 
if necessary. This process cuts the 
lengthy time referrals can take and 
assists the person in dealing with 
issues they have. 

An improvement in behaviour can be 
seen. There were more than 40 fewer 
crimes in this area between April and 
December compared to the same 
period in 2008.

Anti-social behaviour

Tackling issues of anti-social behaviour is 
a priority identifi ed by the communities of 
Hampshire and the Isle of Wight. This area 
of work is taken seriously by Hampshire 
Constabulary and is refl ected in the ongoing 
work with our local partners, in addition to 
our continued commitment to work with 
you to identify the specifi c issues within 
your community.

Targeted patrols are working in hotspot 
areas across Hampshire and the Isle of 
Wight to ensure that these issues are 
resolved and continue to drop so that 
you have every confi dence that your local 
policing team are addressing these issues.

The following is information 
about what has been done to 
bring offenders to justice in 
your area recently:
The courts granted a post-conviction Anti-
Social Behaviour Order (ASBO) in 2009 
against Nino Bear Cavanagh, aged 16 of 
Chestnut Close, Ventnor. 

The order prohibits Nino Cavanagh by 
himself, or by instructing or encouraging 
others, from the following: 

1. Deliberately intimidating or annoying any 
person on the Isle of Wight. 
2. Possessing any unsealed container of 
alcoholic drink in any public place on the Isle 
of Wight. 
3. Being drunk in any public place on the Isle 
of Wight. 
4. Entering any premises from which you 
have been barred, or loitering directly 
outside such premises.

The order is valid for three years until 
midnight on March 17, 2011. 

If Nino Cavanagh breaches these conditions, 
he can be arrested.

If anyone suspects Nino Cavanagh is 
breaching the terms of his ASBO, please 
phone 101. Call 999 in an emergency.
