Minutes of Neighbourhood Panel Meeting 3/2/09

Mark Adams explained minutes would be taken of all panel meeting from today. He then gave updates on outstanding actions and areas of concern in Lee.

Bullfinch Court :- pathway to Broom Way residents still in favour of it being closed. Hampshire County Council confirmed the path has been adopted and that in order to get a closure order we would need to go to court and also show that there has been anti social behaviour in the area. There is no evidence of anti social behaviour in the area so no further action at this time.
There has been no further action or work on the island on Broom Way as indicated last year by the council.

Westland Drive / Wooton Road :- no further reported problems Persimmon have submitted an application for planting of shrubs.

Cherque Way :- Still not open at the junction with Portsmouth Road, the road has been surfaced to David Newberry Drive but no date yet for when the road will open.

Daedalus slipway :- Still awaiting further foliage and planters and also better signage. Duncan Johnstone had copy of an email sent to Gosport Council requesting the actions be carried out before the start of the new season. Steve Ricketts to Action  

Graffiti :-problems in the last week in the Lee area. Youths have been gathering in the High Street causing a nuisance. Some of the group have now been identified.

Crime :- Reduction in crime on the beat except for non-dwelling breaks. Mark Adams then went on to explain operation NEMISES.

10 Foot Ways :- Recently had direction arrows painted between Beach Road and Pier Street. Still no date for when lorries might be able to drive the complete length.

Parking Problems :- There are still reported problems with cars parking on the raised Island in Pier Street. Recently a number of tickets have been issued. Date for the traffic order o Twyford Drive still set for March and will be completed before the High Street is  looked at.

At this point Cllr Carter arrived having been delayed at a council meeting.

Any other business:-

Duncan Johnstone showed the meeting a magazine called ‘The Buisness’ which is produced by the News and an article on Seeda and the future plans for the Daedalus site.

Cllr Carter reported he had just been to a council meeting to determine the licence for the recreation ground. The original plan was for entertainment until 23:00 and the site closing at midnight. It was decided that this was too late for the area as surrounded by housing and that any event in the recreation ground should be limited to 3000 people and conclude by 21:30 closing by 22:00.

Application also for events in the Alver Valley until 02:00 but conditions have been no events until full infrastructure is in place and a permanent road to the parking area.

Seafront opposite the Beach Road car park has dropped away, being monitored by engineers and planned work on the beach next year. If Southampton us dredged will use the shingle as has been done previously.
Broom Way and Manor Way will see the cycle track extended with work starting in March.

Refuse collection :- Problems being caused along Marine Parade West on Monday mornings with the bin collection. Could they route be changed to collect later in the morning from this area.  Steve Ricketts to Action
Concerns were also raised about the 200 redundancies in Hampshire Police. Panel asked would this effect Lee. Mark Adams explained how the savings would take place.
