Arson 
There have been a number of arsons in the 
area over the last month so please stay 
vigilant and report any suspicious 
behaviour to police immediately. 
 

It is common for arsonists to set things like 
waste packaging and rubbish in open skips 
alight, as well as disused outbuildings. 
Please keep this in mind and ensure that 
no waste is left discarded around the 
neighbourhood and keep all outbuildings 
locked and secure. 
 

Cold Callers 
Please remember to ask for ID if someone 
you don’t recognise calls at your door and 
never give out any information to cold 
callers. Stay vigilant and remember that 
they may not be who they say they are. If 
you’re unsure, don’t open the door.
