Here is some information about  
the priorities that were previously 
determined for your neighbourhood and 
information about what action has been 
taken about these:

You said: That there were 
scrambler bikes driving around 
Highcliffe and Wharf Hill in an  
anti-social way.

We did: Two motorbikes have 
been retrieved from King George V 
Playing fields in Highcliffe and disposed 
of after police were notified of two 
riders riding in an anti-social manner 
around the estate.

You said: There were drugs 
problems around Winnall.

We did: Thanks to assistance from 
the public, we have detected multiple 
drugs related offences, utilising 
various policing techniques. 

Feedback from residents on Firmstone 
Road and Ember Road has been 
positive. We welcome any information 
in relation to drugs in your area.

You said: Criminal damage at the 
Highcliffe was becoming a problem.

We did: We have now spoken 
to several allotment users and are 
offering free shed alarms at North 
Walls Police Station. We have also 
incorporated the allotment area into 
the evening patrol plan.

The following is information 
about what has been done to 
bring offenders to justice in 
your area recently:
Your Safer Neighbourhood Team is 
committed to reducing crime and making 
this community a safer and more secure 
place to live and work. 

PCs and PCSOs conduct regular daily 
patrols in the area, establishing and 
maintaining good relationships with local 
residents and the partner agencies who 
work alongside the police to safeguard the 
community’s interests. 

This high visibility policing deters criminals 
and prevents activity such as anti-social 
behaviour, which can otherwise be a 
blight on a community if allowed to take 
place. Each and every criminal incident 
is investigated thoroughly by police, and 
we always seek to secure a charge and 
conviction.

ASBOs (anti-social behaviour orders) and 
ABCs (acceptable behaviour contracts) are 
used whenever possible on those people 
who continue to trouble the residents 
of the area with criminal and anti-social 
activity. 

Additionally, we are here to provide 
support to those unfortunate enough to 
become victims of crime, and we give crime 
prevention advice to help stop residents 
becoming victims in the first place. 

The result of this commitment has seen 
crime fall across the entire policing area in 
which your community resides by over eight 
percent in the past year. 

In more detail: Assaults have fallen by over 
two percent. Criminal damage has fallen by 
over 17 percent. Serious violent crime has 
fallen by over 13 percent. Serious acquisitive 
crime (burglaries, robberies etc.) have fallen 
by over six percent. We will continue to 
work with partner agencies and with you, 
the residents of our area, to make sure that 
these falls in crime continue through the 
rest of 2010 and onwards.
