Minutes of Police update meeting for Lee on the Solent on 24/03/09

Inspector Kevin Cuffe thanked the members of the public for taking their time to attend the meeting. Inspector Cuffe introduced Sgt Steel, PC Adams and PCSO Adams; he also explained that the minutes of the meeting will be able to be viewed on the Hampshire Constabulary web site.

PC Adams gave an overview of current issues in Lee on Solent:
· The 5 ASBO’s that are currently in place on residents in Lee on Solent are working as there have been no breaches so far.
· There were concerns that the new park on Megson Drive would cause anti-social behaviour problems in the area, there have been periodical calls to the park mainly to deal with noise issues rather than ASB.
· The bund area that lies between Proctor Drive and Westland Drive is still awaiting re-construction from Persimmon, young children from the area use the bund to slide down causing concerns to local residents.
· Speed enforcement vehicles have been used effectively on Broom Way and Privett Way, Safer Roads team are currently identifying enforcement positions for Twyford Drive and Fell Drive.
· The LOS Neighbourhood Police Panel meet every 2 months and minutes from these meetings will also be available on the Hampshire Constabulary web site
· One way arrows have now been painted on the 10ft way parallel to the High Street south side, large delivery Lorries will still have to go against the flow because of restrictive access.
· Pier House development has been put on hold due to the current financial climate.
Inspector Cuffe informed the meeting of a Traffic Operation that was                                                                    performed on 06/03/09 by Daedalus slipway. All cars that were stopped had obvious defects or were committing offences; this included not wearing seat belts, using mobile phones, defective lights etc. The operation was also carried out in conjunction with Gosport Borough Council Enforcement Officers, these officers were stopping vans to check the carrying of waste products, and as a result of this 3 fixed penalty notices were issued.

Sgt Steel updated the meeting on Operation Nemesis that Hants Constabulary are currently engaging. This operation targets burglary on dwellings and non dwellings.

Burglaries in LOS have decreased by almost 13% but reiterated the need not to be complacent and to think about home security. Sgt Steel gave the statistics and comparisons for crime in the LOS area.

The rise in vehicle crime can be attributed to a period towards the end of last year where an individual who was eventually arrested targeted vulnerable vehicles in Lee . 

PC Adams informed the meeting that the beat surgery that was held in the local library has ceased and is now being held on the High Street with the community van, this has proved successful by numerous members of the public approaching us. The dates and times for beat surgeries for the High Street and Community Centre are posted on the Hants Constabulary web site. Gosport Borough Council is sending along representatives from Street scene to the surgeries to sell the green garden waste bags, this also has proven successful.
Inspector Cuffe opened up the floor for questions;

It was asked if there were going to be cutbacks within the Gosport Police.

Inspector Cuffe replied that Gosport was over established by 1 Officer which could be lost. Gosport Police have continuity with officer’s which entails good effective established teams. It was also said that the Police Station daily opening hours were being reviewed and could possibly result in the hours being reduced by 5 hours.

Councillor Burgess gave an update of the works being undertaken on Broomway on the installation of a new crossing and refuge.

Inspector Cuffe closed the meeting again by thanking for those who had attended and to keep contacting us and letting us know what is going on or any fears or concerns they may have.
