Tackling issues of anti-social behaviour is

a priority identified by the communities of
Hampshire and the Isle of Wight. This area
of work is taken seriously by Hampshire
Constabulary and is reflected in the ongoing
work with our local partners, in addition to
our continued commitment to work with
you to identify the specific issues within
your community.

During the summer, Hampshire
Constabulary officers and staff took
part in a forcewide campaign to tackle
this issue which resulted in a significant
drop in calls regarding vehicle nuisance
and rowdy and nuisance behaviour
which are significant factors of anti-
social behaviour.

Targeted patrols are working in hotspot
areas across Hampshire and the Isle of
Wight to ensure that these issues are
resolved and continue to drop so that
you have every confidence that your local
policing team are addressing these issues.

The following is information
about what has been done to
bring offenders to justice in
your area recently:

The courts granted a post-conviction Anti-
Social Behaviour Order (ASBO) in 2009
against Nino Bear Cavanagh, aged 16 of
Chestnut Close, Ventnor.

The order prohibits Nino Cavanagh by
himself, or by instructing or encouraging
others, from the following:

|. Deliberately intimidating or annoying any
person on the Isle of Wight.

2. Possessing any unsealed container of
alcoholic drink in any public place on the Isle
of Wight.

3. Being drunk in any public place on the Isle
of Wight.

4. Entering any premises from which you
have been barred, or loitering directly
outside such premises.

The order is valid for three years until
midnight on March 17, 2011. If Nino
Cavanagh breaches these conditions, he can
be arrested, and face a prison sentence of
up to five years, and a fine.

If anyone suspects Nino Cavanagh is
breaching the terms of his ASBO, please
phone [01l. Call 999 if the breach is causing
an emergency.

Police charged two men after burglaries
reported at the ‘Beach Hut Diner’ and
‘Ventnor Bay Café’ on the Esplanade,
Ventnor, Isle of Wight in October 2009.
Paul Philip Carter, aged 27, of Pound Lane,
Ventnor, and Robert John Scott, aged 36, of
West Street, Wroxall, were both charged
with two counts of burglary.
