Targeted patrols are working in hotspot
areas across Hampshire and the Isle of
Wight to ensure that these issues are
resolved and continue to drop so that

you have every confidence that your local
policing team are addressing these issues.

The following is information
about what has been done to
bring offenders to justice in
your area recently:

The courts granted an Anti-Social Behaviour
Order (ASBO) against Karl Scott McKenzie,
aged 16, of East Cowes. The order means
Karl McKenzie is:

I. Prohibited from deliberately intimidating
any person on the Isle of Wight.

2. Prohibited from possessing any unsealed
container of alcoholic drink in a public place
on the Isle of Wight.

3. Prohibited from being drunk in any public
place on the Isle of Wight.

4. Prohibited from possessing any container
of spray paint in a public place on the Isle of
Wight. The order is in force until midnight
on July 6th, 2011.

If anyone suspects Karl McKenzie is
breaching the terms of his ASBO, please
phone [0I. Call 999 if the breach is an
emergency.

Two men were charged with cultivating
cannabis at an address in East Cowes.
Sonny Aitken, aged 25, of Castle Street,
East Cowes, and Sean David William
Edgerton, aged 25, of the same address,
were investigated after a police operation
in September 2009.
