Neighbourhood Watch Meeting

Northgate neighbourhood watch meeting was held at Winchester Police Station on Tuesday  November 22, 2011.

Firstly coordinators where notified of the new beat boundary changes that is happening across the Winchester District. 
Winnal, Highcliffe, Abbots Barton, Weeke, Harestock, Littleton, will become part of the City Gate beat, being covered from Winchester police station- this area also includes Stanmore, St Cross and Badgers Farm.
Sparsholt, Crawley, Micheldever, Sutton Scotney and Kings Worthy will now be part of Winchester Rural North being covered from Alresford.

Coordinators were also directed to the new crime reports website www.CrimeReports.co.uk, this enables you to find out about local crime in your neighbourhood.

PCSO 14496 Rob Window provided a brief update on behalf of PCSO Hannah Jeffcoat and PC Robin TEBB about Winnal, Highcliffe and Abbots Barton:

Anti Social Behaviour (ASB)
- Anti social behaviour along Garbett Road, youths gathering outside the shop causing annoyance

- There has been a reduction in call to the Hyde Gate area with regards to ASB and drug use/dealing; just recently there have been some good results in arrested people who have been associated with these problems.

- King George V playing field: youths gathering causing ASB

- Highcliffe –fruit being thrown at properties. Two suspects have been dealt with for these incidents

Burglaries

There have been reports of burglaries in the Hyde and Highcliffe area; most of the burglaries committed have been due to items being left on show such as laptops, cash and cigarettes. So residents are reminded to put highly priced items away and out of sight. 

Drug Dealing

Reports of suspicious people hanging around the Black Path in Winnall

Suspicious incidents

Reports of a man approaching people and making lewd comments

Theft of Cycles

Increase in the general area, so if you have a bike please make sure it’s locked away and out of sight. Also please take note of serial numbers, frame number and description of the bike. If you are unfortunate to be a victim of theft then we need to be able to identify your bike if it is recovered. 

Beat officer change: from the start of January, PC Robin Tebb is moving to St Cross and Highcliffe and is being replaced by PC David Brown. PCSO Hannah Jeffcoat is moving over to Weeke, Harestock and Littleton and is being replaced by PCSO Gemma Keane. 

Micheldever, Sutton Scotney and South Wonston

 PCSO Window reported that in the above area in the past two months there has been:
- Six non dwelling burglaries (shed/out building breaks) where the majority of items stolen where garden items

- Seven criminal damages, majority at South Wonston Rec including arson to the fence and two at Sutton Scotney Rec people damaging the play park

- 20 reports of suspicious vehicles and people in and around the areas, this includes people in and around farms and cold callers

PCSO Window also reported that there has been an increase in red diesel/oil thefts, what appears to happen is tanks are unlocked over night and then returned to a few days later to take fuel and oil. Advice that has been given is to conceal the tanks as much as possible, we realise that this is not going to be an easy job but if you can hide the tanks with fences/shrubbery and keep them locked this will make their lives slightly harder when trying to get your fuel.

PCSO Window is also moving from Micheldever, Sutton Scotney and South Wonston from the start of January, its yet to be confirmed who your new beat officers will be.

Spartsholt, Crawley and Kings Worthy

PC David Ford delivered a brief update for the area on behalf of PC Hagger and PCSO Croutear.

Springvale Road, Kings Worthy – there has been an increase in damage to cars, gardens and phone boxes over night, pro active operations have been conducted to combat the problem.

Hookpit Farm – there was a spate of arson and damage to the farm including a caravan being set alight; offenders where indentified, and subsequently dealt with for the damage caused.

There have been several reports of diesel being stolen across Sparsholt, Crawley and Kings Worthy, mostly from farms and commercial buildings.

Ox Drove – continued reports of motor cycles being ridden around the area, there have been a few bike seized by the Police and we are continuing to try and patrol the drove to deter people away from the area, but also to catch them driving along the drove.

PC Hagger also reported that there has been an increase in counterfeit notes being used in small stores, if you work in a store/own a shop then please bear in mind UV pens. Apparently these notes are very distinguishing and when handled do not feel like a real note, it appears they are targeting smaller businesses in the rural rather than shops along the High Street.

Farley Mount – continued reports of theft from motor vehicles whilst visiting Farley Mount. If you visit Farley Mount please do not leave valuables on view when leaving your car, if you see anyone hanging around the area acting suspiciously then please report to the police. 

Beat Surgeries are happening at Sparsholt College, times and dates will be put on the website.

Weeke, Harestock and Littleton

PCSO Gemma Keane delivered an overview of what has been happening in the area.

Anti Social Behaviour

Orams Arbour – targeted throughout summer due to previous problems, reduction in calls to the area. 

Littleton Rec – reports via parish council of on going ASB problems at the location, two calls from residents over the past three months and included on patrols.
St Barnabus Church, Weeke – Just recently there has been an increase in reports for criminal damage, groups gathering outside the church and littering near to the church.

Burglary

One report of burglary for the past three months, a house party held at the address and items stolen and property damage. Offenders arrested and dealt with. 

Criminal Damage

Overnight on  October 23,  a row of cars damaged along Elm Road, the vehicles where damaged whilst parked in the road. 

Also just recently there has been a rise in wing mirror damages, especially Stockbridge Road and Weeke area. If parking your cars and you can push the wing mirrors in then please do so as it can prevent them from getting damaged and save you some money. 

Theft of pedal cycles

Increase in cycles being stolen from gardens and sheds, mainly Fulflood area. If you have a bicycle please make sure it securely locked up and out of sight. We are holding a cycle coding event, see below for details.

Beat Officer Change: PC David Ford is  staying as the beat officer for Weeke, Harestock and Littleton but is being joined by PCSO Hannah Jeffcoat who is replacing PCSO Gemma Keane.

Other information
Neighbourhood Watch area coordinators – With the new beat boundaries coming into effect from the beginning of January you area coordinators may be changing.

If you are a coordinator under City Gate your new area coordinator will be Sandy Vining, she is currently the area coordinator for the Southgate area, but will be taking on City Gate and City Centre.

If you are coordinator for a watch that comes under Winchester Rural North, your area coordinator will be Margaret Filley. 
Digital switch over – The TV digital switch over is to take place in 2012, if you have any elderly or vulnerable residents within your watch and may need help with the TV switch over then please get in contact with Margaret Filley, she will be able to provide you with information and leaflets to give to these residents.
