Sgt Barnes opened the meeting and thanked those for attending.
2.
Previous minutes- previously circulated and agreed by those that attended as accurate records.  
3.
Purpose of the LAG reiterated- to set community priorities as nominated and experienced by those who either live or work in Elson.
4.       General Performance update (Snapshot of Feb 2011 figures compared to Feb 2010- 42 less offences and 40.2% across the board reduction in crime. Increases were seen only in violence (mainly domestic violence offences), theft from motor vehicles and other theft/ handling). Domestic violence prevention is always ongoing with support available but often not taken up, theft from motor vehicles was tackled recently through target hardening for the mostly insecure vehicles concerned as well as a recent car crime operation run.   The peak in theft from cars appears to have been a blip that has now levelled out.

Current Issues.
A) ASB throughout Elson, last summer most prevalent in Elson Rec.  It was explained and appreciated that it had reduced dramatically due to the time of year.  There is every chance it will pick up now and early recognition of locations will assist the SNT to put diversionary methods in place before the behaviour becomes entrenched.  Assistance from the LAG required to keep ears open to vulnerable locations and alert the SNT, of any ASB and further locations involved.
   Beryton Road is a “hot spot” we are aware of and currently tackling through the ASB panel, letters to parents and more patrols.  This issue will also be tackled through the housing association.
B) Car parking issues within Elson (carried over):
i) Kingsley Road junction Brockhurst Road.

Ongoing issues with specific delivery drivers to be focussed upon. 

    PC Hunns and PC Parry have issued 5 FPN’s in this area, however feedback from the LAG suggests more enforcement is needed.  Parking often overlaps the pedestrian crossing and although doors etc are left open there is no loading visible.
   Action: Keep open- for PC’s Parry, Hunns and Coolahan for FPN enforcement.


Update on existing Priority areas raised at previous meeting for the first time :

· Brockhurst Rd – an advert for a new car wash caused concern for increased local congestion and position of the business.  
     Result: Advert or site not located.  Confirmed from the LAG that

     notices were only up for three weeks. Action closed.
· Findon Rd where numerous vehicles associating with an address part blocking entrance to the Park.  One of the vehicles may be a taxi. 
· Result: no issues noted.  One way road, no parking complaints, no parking issues noted, feedback from the LAG that this had improved- only issue was on the occasional Sunday morning.  Action closed.
· Chantry Rd and Dunkeld Rd bend.  This gets jammed but there may not be DYL’s in place.  
· Result: Monitored, no issues noted.  Feedback from the LAG that a blue car is often still badly parked but not believed breaking any laws. Action closed
· Beryton Rd- industrial vehicles parking by the bend in Coulmere Rd.  
· Result: Many patrols done and no vehicles parked in Coulmere Road which is where complaint concerned. Problem still ongoing and believed associated to a particular address, and working on cars left parked in the road.  Action to continue- PCSO Wright to monitor
New:
            -  Pannal Road by the school at drop off and collection times (New)
               mainly by but not exclusively by white vans. 

              Action- PCSO Ayres and PCSO Wright to attend and assess the

              need for the correct level of education or enforcement.
C) Cycling on pavements around Dukes Rd and Beryton Rd.  .  
     Results: Spreadsheet created logging and listing 67 warnings, 7
     FPN’s as well as 3 Summons to be raised in the previous 2 months.
     Initial feedback is that the problem continues so this action to 

     remain open for the SNT.
    Separate matter of cycling on Gosport High Street precinct- 

    information to be passed to the Town SNT for attention.

Suggestions for new priorities/ ratification of existing ones
1) ASB in Elson parks and open spaces- ongoing
2) Parking offences in Elson- ongoing with one new area to enforce
3) Cycling offences in Elson- ongoing

          No new problem areas raised, previous issues confirmed as ongoing.
