You said: Reduce the amount 
of underage drinking and deal with 
anti-social behaviour.

We did: We are working with shops 
in Brading to identify and stop children 
and teenagers obtaining alcohol either 
trying to purchase it themselves or 
asking adults to buy it for them. We are 
also educating young people about the 
risks of alcohol related problems. We 
have increased patrols to help combat 
the issue, which is the main cause of 
anti-social behaviour. There were 70 
fewer crimes across the whole area 
between April and December 2009 
compared to the same period in 2008.

You said: Deal with speeding 
motorists.

We did: With the assistance of the 
Island’s Roads Policing Unit, drivers 
are being educated about lowering 
their speed through the villages. They 
work with the Isle of Wight Council 
Highways and Road Safety Departments 
delivering the same message and 
punishing offenders in 2010. 

Offi cers are also working with local 
schools to raise awareness of stranger 
danger, both at primary schools and 
pre-schools.

Anti-social behaviour

Tackling issues of anti-social behaviour is 
a priority identifi ed by the communities of 
Hampshire and the Isle of Wight. This area 
of work is taken seriously by Hampshire 
Constabulary and is refl ected in the ongoing 
work with our local partners, in addition to 
our continued commitment to work with 
you to identify the specifi c issues within 
your community.

During the summer, Hampshire 
Constabulary offi cers and staff took 
part in a forcewide campaign to tackle 
this issue which resulted in a signifi cant 
drop in calls regarding vehicle nuisance 
and rowdy and nuisance behaviour 
which are signifi cant factors of 
anti-social behaviour. 

Targeted patrols are working in hotspot 
areas across Hampshire and the Isle of 
Wight to ensure that these issues are 
resolved and continue to drop so that 
you have every confi dence that your local 
policing team are addressing these issues.

The following is information 
about what has been done to 
bring offenders to justice in 
your area recently:
Police and the Isle of Wight Council 
successfully applied for an anti-social 
behaviour order against a 37-year-old 
former St Helens man. The Isle of Wight 
Magistrates Court granted the order against 
Christopher (Boo) Parsons at a hearing 
in 2007. The order remains until August 
16, 2010. It prohibits Mr Parsons from the 
following: 

1. Being drunk in a public place on the Isle 
of Wight and also from possessing any 
alcoholic beverage in a public place, other 
than in licensed premises and other than 
during 8am - 6pm provided that during 
those times it is still sealed in the original 
container. 
2. From behaving in a manner which may 
cause intimidation or annoyance to persons 
on the Isle of Wight. 

If Mr Parsons breaches these conditions, 
he can be arrested. If anyone suspects 
Christopher Parsons is breaching the terms 
of his ASBO, please phone 101. Call 999 if 
the breach is an emergency.

Reporting anti-social behaviourLet us know
If anti-social behaviour is affecting your quality of life, or making you fear for your safety or the safety of others, contact the police and fi le a complaint.

If you don’t report it then the problems will continue. Don’t think that someone else will report the problem. We need you to give us the information so we can continue to tackle anti-social behaviour in your area.

Gathering evidence
To make a case against anyone accused of anti-social behaviour you’ll need fairly strong evidence. A member of your local Safer Neighbourhoods team may give you diary sheets so you can record the details of the behaviour as it happens, or the police may get more involved depending on the circumstances and severity of the problem.
