Tackling issues of anti-social behaviour is

a priority identified by the communities of
Hampshire and the Isle of Wight. This area
of work is taken seriously by Hampshire
Constabulary and is reflected in the ongoing
work with our local partners, in addition to
our continued commitment to work with
you to identify the specific issues within
your community.

During the summer, Hampshire
Constabulary officers and staff took
part in a forcewide campaign to tackle
this issue which resulted in a significant
drop in calls regarding vehicle nuisance
and rowdy and nuisance behaviour
which are significant factors of anti-
social behaviour.

Targeted patrols are working in hotspot
areas across Hampshire and the Isle of
Wight to ensure that these issues are
resolved and continue to drop so that
you have every confidence that your local
policing team are addressing these issues.

The following is information
about what has been done to
bring offenders to justice in
your area recently:

PubWatch is now up and running.

The scheme includes all licensed premises in
Odiham, Hook and the surrounding villages.
They are working together to promote
safer drinking. The scheme also introduces
the ‘banned from one, banned from all’
initiative. This means that anyone banned
from drinking at a pub in Odiham or Hook
will not be allowed into any of the pubs in
the area. We hope that this will continue

to help us battle anti-social behaviour and
criminal damage, much of which is fuelled by
alcohol.

Mayhill Junior School has been subjected
to mindless criminal damage. The offending
person has been dealt with in connection
with this. We want to send out a message
that if you cause damage or distress in our
communities then you will be brought to
justice.

We will continue our reassurance patrols
that are always well received. This gives us
an opportunity to visit problem areas on the
beat and also look out for any vulnerable
homes or vehicles that could be targeted

by thieves. We will be giving out crime
prevention advice to local residents so
please contact us if you have any issues you
wish to discuss.

We also work closely with schools in

the area and believe it is important to
educate young people and ensure they are
confident enough to approach us if they
need to do so. This is something we will
continue to do throughout the year.
