2. Reduce anti-social behaviour at Liphook 
Railway Station.

3. Reduce speeding through Greatham.

You said: Reduce underage 
drinking in Radford Park and 
Millennium Green.  

We did: We conducted high 
visibility patrols in Radford Park 
and Millennium Green to tackle this 
problem. This resulted in numerous 
alcohol seizures and the drink was 
then disposed of in front of the young 
people. 

This action has been very impactive 
and has sent the message out loud 
and clear that underage drinking is 
not tolerated and alcohol will be 
confi scated. We engage with young 
people on a regular basis and try 
and educate them about underage 
drinking and anti-social behaviour. We 
will continue to target these areas to 
ensure the problem is taken care of.  

Anti-social behaviour

Tackling issues of anti-social behaviour is 
a priority identifi ed by the communities of 
Hampshire and the Isle of Wight. This area 
of work is taken seriously by Hampshire 
Constabulary and is refl ected in the ongoing 
work with our local partners, in addition to 
our continued commitment to work with 
you to identify the specifi c issues within 
your community.

Targeted patrols are working in hotspot 
areas across Hampshire and the Isle of 
Wight to ensure that these issues are 
resolved and continue to drop so that 
you have every confi dence that your local 
policing team are addressing these issues.

Let us know what the issues are in your 
local community. 

The following is information 
about what has been done to 
bring offenders to justice in 
your area recently:
We launched Operation Respect to tackle 
anti-social behaviour and this involved 
weekend patrols of problem areas. 
We had some brilliant results, with penalty 
notices for disorder being issued, alcohol 
seized, arrests for public order offences and 
warnings issued to drivers of vehicles being 
driven in an anti-social manner.  

We have worked very closely with licensing 
to ensure that alcohol is not sold to 
people under 18. Several test purchase 
operations have taken place, sadly three 
licensed premises in Liphook failed. The staff 
responsible for the sale of the alcohol were 
issued with fi xed penalty notices. 
Work has since been done to educate 
the staff, encourage them to be more 
vigilant and to ultimately help us and you 
by preventing problems associated with 
underage drinking.  

A woman was arrested and charged by 
us for a public order offence at Liphook 
Railway Station and will appear in court.  
We continue to engage with schools in the 
area to educate young people and give out 
crime prevention advice.

You said: Reduce anti-social 
behaviour at Liphook Railway Station.  

We did: We patrolled the station 
intensively and worked alongside 
British Transport Police to try and 
combat the problem. We also work 
closely with the taxi company situated 
on the station grounds.

They provide us with valuable 
information, enabling us to target 
the individuals responsible. Anyone 
acting in an inconsiderate manner will 
be challenged by us and dealt with 
robustly. 

The number of anti-social behaviour 
reports has reduced dramatically and 
we will continue to target it.  

You said: Reduce speeding through 
Greatham.  

We did: We have liaised with traffi c 
offi cers, who will be carrying out 
enforcement operations over the 
coming weeks and months. 

A drink drive campaign has been 
running in the area by East Hampshire 
offi cers and our colleagues from the 
Roads Policing Unit.
