The following is information
about what has been done to
bring offenders to justice in
your area recently:

PC Ames has taken the lead on the
district’s Farm Watch scheme. Farm
Watch aims to connect farms, livery yards
and rural businesses to enable them to
share information on suspicious incidents,
people or vehicles which may be used in
all manner of rural crimes from poaching
to the theft of farm machinery. The
information is collated by us and then we
distribute it via email and text message to
people who need it.

This enables them to take necessary action
to protect their property and livelihoods.
It is hoped this will greatly increase the
flow of intelligence which we rely on to
protect rural businesses and increase the
confidence of the rural community in the
police and our ability to prevent, deter and
detect rural crimes. For more information
contact us.
