You said: Stop speeding on the 
main road through Yarmouth, on 
Ningwood Hill, and at Calbourne 
crossroads. 

We did: There are regular speed 
checks on routes where residents 
have complained. Offi cers concentrate 
their efforts on educating motorists 
in addition to enforcement. Residents 
are invited to join offi cers so there is 
a better understanding of perceived 
speeding.

Our ‘Lights On’ burglary prevention 
campaign continues during the winter. 
Over 300 timer switches already 
have been given to residents who are 
making their homes safer. There were 
two house burglaries in this beat area 
between April and December 2009. 
This is a reduction compared to the 
fi ve burglaries reported during the 
same time in 2008. Please contact 
us for a timer switch to help deter 
burglars targeting your property when 
youíre out. Overall, there were more 
than 50 fewer crimes in this beat 
between April and December 2009 
compared to two years ago.

Anti-social behaviour

Tackling issues of anti-social behaviour is 
a priority identifi ed by the communities of 
Hampshire and the Isle of Wight. This area 
of work is taken seriously by Hampshire 
Constabulary and is refl ected in the ongoing 
work with our local partners, in addition to 
our continued commitment to work with 
you to identify the specifi c issues within 
your community.

During the summer, Hampshire 
Constabulary offi cers and staff took 
part in a forcewide campaign to tackle 
this issue which resulted in a signifi cant 
drop in calls regarding vehicle nuisance 
and rowdy and nuisance behaviour 
which are signifi cant factors of 
anti-social behaviour. 

Targeted patrols are working in hotspot 
areas across Hampshire and the Isle of 
Wight to ensure that these issues are 
resolved and continue to drop so that 
you have every confi dence that your local 
policing team are addressing these issues.

The following is information 
about what has been done to 
bring offenders to justice in 
your area recently:
An Anti-Social Behaviour Order (ASBO) 
remains in force until October 5, 2010 against 
Wayne Lee Sibley, aged 24, of Edinburgh Road, 
Freshwater. Wayne Sibley is prohibited from:

1. Being in possession of any unsealed vessel 
containing alcoholic drink in a public open 
space on the Isle of Wight. 
2. Deliberately annoying or intimidating any 
other person on the Isle of Wight and in 
particular not to ask members of the public for 
the use of their telephone or to borrow money 
from them for any purpose or ‘cold calling’ on 
addresses of persons other than relatives or 
close personal friends for any similar purpose.  

An Anti-Social Behaviour Order (ASBO) 
remains in force until December 17, 2011 
against Keiron John Sheldon, aged 22, 
formerly of Freshwater. 

The ASBO was granted after magistrates 
heard evidence from West Wight Safer 
Neighbourhoods team Sergeant Mark Lyth and 
his offi cers about the defendant’s anti-social 
behaviour in Freshwater. 

The order prohibits Keiron Sheldon from 
the following: 
1. Deliberately intimidating any other person 
on the Isle of Wight. 
2. From remaining in any other health service 
premises, local or county council premises, 
shop or commercial premises, if asked to 
leave by a member of staff.

Reporting anti-social behaviourLet us know
If anti-social behaviour is affecting your quality of life, or making you fear for your safety or the safety of others, contact the police and fi le a complaint.

If you don’t report it then the problems will continue. Don’t think that someone else will report the problem. We need you to give us the information so we can continue to tackle anti-social behaviour in your area.

Gathering evidence
To make a case against anyone accused of anti-social behaviour you’ll need fairly strong evidence. A member of your local Safer Neighbourhoods team may give you diary sheets so you can record the details of the behaviour as it happens, or the police may get more involved depending on the circumstances and severity of the problem.
