Lee Neighbourhood Panel

The panel is made up of 10 people from the Lee on the Solent area.

We also have a representative from Gosport Council and a Lee Councillor on the panel. Lee residents association is represented.

Several members of the panel joined as they were members of groups in the Lee area, we have a balance of people living in different locations within Lee. 

The panel has had 8 actions over the last three years. 

The first action in May 2005 was in relation to the beach road car park following problems with cars acting in an anti social manner in the car park. Initially Police attended the locations and a number of section 59 warnings were issued and eventually working with the council a barrier was placed on the entrance to the car park and locked at night. This has stopped the problem in this area.

The second action in June 2005 was in relation to the recreation ground in Lee where large groups of youths were gathering and underage drinking. An operation was set up where a number of youths had alcohol confiscated. The area was also visited by the crime reduction officer and local councillor and a number of area were identified where improvements could be made in the recreation ground. This involved the removal of some overgrown shrubs some broken benches. A number of new bins were installed along with new benches in a different location and some broken fencing. Play equipment in the children’s play area was also refurbished. A dog waste bin was also moved to another location away from neighbouring flats. The area is greatly improved and youth nuisance calls to the area have reduced dramatically.

The third action in Feb 2006 was at the Health centre in Lee with youths gathering and causing a nuisance. They were using overgrown shrubs to hide in and cause a nuisance. Contacting the probation service and they were able to provide a group of unpaid workers to cut back the bushes. This resulted in the groups not gathering in the area.

The fourth action plan was in relation to Swallow Court and a banked grass area where youths were gathering behind and drinking and causing a nuisance. The council visited the area along with the crime reduction officer. It was suggested that the bank should be removed. There was to be a large cost to this and funding at the time wasn’t available. The number of Police patrols were increased in the area and some alcohol seized. With the extra patrols the group moved out of the area and no further problems have been reported. As a result plans to removed the mound have been put on hold.
The fifth action involved a footpath at Bullfinch Court where youths were using it as a short cut and causing anti social behaviour in the road. They would also cut through riding mopeds. The area was visited but Police never able to catch youths riding. There is also a dispute with regard to whether the footpath should have been put in but the builders. The panel have looked at the problems caused in the area and listened to the wishes of the residents and the matter is currently being looked at by Hampshire County Council with a view to removing the path.

The sixth action involved the 10 foot way which runs behind the High Street and the number of lorries travelling the wrong way and the time of the deliveries. The local shops have been spoken to and asked to have deliveries at a reasonable time also Hampshire County council have been approached with the view to one end of the of the carriageway being widened allowing the lorries to travel the entire length. This will not be possible until Pier House which is situated at the end is sold and the land to the rear of it used for the carriageway, this action is still ongoing.
The seventh action again involved a large earth bund which youths were getting behind and causing a nuisance. It was situated on a new housing development at Cherque Farm. A meeting with the developers and council was arranged and the developer has agreed to submit new plans for the area with revised planted to prevent youths getting onto the mound and behind it. These plans are still being considered by the council and the action continues.

The most recent action in April 2008 involved problems with parking on a slip way used by a local jet ski club. Following the talks with the council large planters were placed across the top of the slip way along with the old chains previously used to close the slip off,  an entrance and exit have been formed and problems at the location have been reduced considerably.

The panel meets every two months and along with the actions that have been generated will also discuss events that have happened in Lee since the last meeting.
