The following is information
about what has been done to
bring offenders to justice in
your area recently:

An Anti-Social Behaviour Order (ASBO)
remains in force until August 25 2010 against
Jacqueline Yvonne Medway, aged 48, of
Manor Road, Sandown. She is prohibited
from:

I. Swearing (that is using words which are
generally accepted to be offensive) at any
person in a manner likely to cause that
person fear or distress.

2. Using sexually explicit language or
making accusations of inappropriate sexual
behaviour in any street, school premises
or other public place. (For the avoidance
of doubt nothing in this order shall prevent
genuine accusation of, or information about
inappropriate sexual behaviour being made
or given to the appropriate investigating
authority).

If Jacqueline Medway breaches her
conditions, she can be arrested and face
a prison sentence of five years plus a fine.
If anyone suspects a breach, please phone
[01. Call 999 if the breach is causing an
emergency situation.
