The following is information
about what has been done to
bring offenders to justice in
your area recently:

23-year-old Richard Simon Albert Bates
from Puckpool, Ryde was charged with
grievous bodily harm (GBH) after a fight in
Steyne Road, Bembridge in May 2009 when
the victim was taken to hospital to be
treated for head injuries.

Bembridge is normally a peaceful village
and people found such a severe assault
disturbing and out of character for the
area. Police brought the offender to justice
swiftly.

Mr Bates was sentenced at the Isle of
Wight Crown Court in December 2009

to two years in prison and ordered to

pay £1,000 in compensation to the victim.
Police would like to thank the community
for their assistance in bringing this offender
to justice.
