You said: Deal with problems at 
Houses of Multiple Occupancy. 

We did: We informed Sandown 
Town Council. PC Therese Street 
attends monthly meetings with 
the owners of houses of multiple 
occupancy (HMOs). This is developing 
a good working relationship where 
we can check on HMO residents 
and offer advice to allay community 
concerns.

You said: Improve the appearance 
of the town. 

We did: We informed Sandown 
Town Council.

You said: Reduce the amount 
of underage drinking. 

We did: A Community Alcohol 
Partnership (CAP) is tackling the 
impacts of underage drinking. Partner 
agencies, including the police working 
under the Isle of Wight Crime and 
Disorder Reduction Partnership 
(CDRP), give support to young people 
and families affected by alcohol. 
There is training for staff in off-licence 
premises along with information 
explaining the law and dangers of 
underage drinking. 

The following is information 
about what has been done to 
bring offenders to justice in 
your area recently: 
The amount of crime in Sandown has 
decreased since two main offenders, 
Dean Leon Austin and Sean Lloyd-Fagan, 
were dealt with through the hard work of 
the police. The courts placed Anti Social 
Behaviour Orders (ASBOs) upon them. 
The targeting of Austin and Lloyd-Fagan and 
many of their group of friends has sent the 
clear message that offenders cannot commit 
crime and go unpunished.

Dean Austin’s conditions are in place until 
13th August 2011: 

1. Being in possession of any unsealed vessel 
containing alcoholic drink, in a public place 
on the Isle of Wight. 
2. Deliberately annoying or intimidating any 
other person on the Isle of Wight. 
3. Associating with Sean Lloyd-Fagan, save 
for the purposes of court proceedings. 

Sean Lloyd Fagan’s conditions are in place 
until 13 August 2011: Being in possession 
of any unsealed vessel containing alcoholic 
drink, in a public place on the Isle of Wight.

The mobile police offi ce visits 
Perowne Way in Sandown on the 14th 
of each month between 9.00am and 
10.00am. Regular surgeries are held 
for residents at Yarborough House in 
Fort Street, and for pupils at Sandham 
Middle School. For more details, 
please phone 101.

Your Safer Neighbourhoods 
team is based at

Deliberately annoying or intimidating 
any other person on the Isle of Wight. 
Associating with Dean Leon Austin, save 
for the purpose of court proceedings. 
Prohibited from entering Sandown Town 
Centre, from Battery Gardens to Eastern 
Gardens, up to the Broadway Garage. The 
boundary is the Broadway, but this road in 
itself is not prohibited. If you witness any 
of these conditions being breached please 
report it to Hampshire Constabulary on 
101, unless it is an emergency then please 
ring 999.

There is a separate project where 
participating shops in Sandown refuse 
to sell alcohol to anyone aged under 
21 years old on Fridays and Saturdays 
from 6.00pm. 

PCSO Stuart Woods patrolled the 
Red Cliff area to confi scate alcohol 
from underage drinking parties 
during the summer. He encouraged 
teenagers to help clean up the damage 
they had caused to this protected 
land. ‘Gatekeeping’ meetings each 
month are attended by a range of 
partner agencies and representatives 
from all schools in 
the area. 

‘Gatekeeping’ aims to empower 
parents to take responsibility for 
their children and obtain support 
if necessary. This process cuts the 
lengthy time referrals can take and 
assists the person in dealing with 
issues they have. An improvement in 
behaviour is evident. Overall crime, 
violent crime, criminal damage and 
thefts in Sandown have been reduced 
since 2008.
