The following is information
about what has been done to
bring offenders to justice in
your area recently:

The courts granted an Anti-Social Behaviour
Order (ASBO) against Patrick Liam Rice,
aged 22, of Osborne Close, Cowes.

The order prohibits Patrick Rice from

acting in the following manner:

I. Deliberately intimidating any other
person on the Isle of Wight.

2. Being in possession of any unsealed
vessel containing alcoholic drink in a public
place (except a licensed premise) on the
Isle of Wight.

3. Being drunk in a public place on the

Isle of Wight.

The order is in force until midnight on
August |1, 201 1. If anyone suspects Patrick
Rice is breaching the terms of his ASBO,
please phone [0l. Call 999 if the breach is an
emergency.

Simon John Pinder, aged 22, of Arctic Road,
Cowes, was charged with threatening
behaviour after an incident in Horseshoe
Close on November 10, 2009. Simon Pinder
appeared in court in December 2009 when
he was given a restraining order, which
prohibits him from contacting the victim
and entering Horseshoe Close in Cowes
until December 9, 2010. The Cowes Safer
Neighbourhoods team will not tolerate
confrontations and the public eruption of
personal feuds, especially in residential areas
where older people live.
